Fish and chip shops seem to have risen to popularity during the 1860s when the development of
the steam trawler and the use of ice for preservation enabled new supplies of cheap fish (especially
cod) to be dispatched by railway to inland towns, and also when vegetable fats and oils were
becoming more plentiful. Their origin is uncertain, but they probably developed from the Victorian
hot pie shops, where fish and chips were first sold as a side-line and then become supreme. It had

become an important part of working-class diet before 1914.

Our fish-and-chip shops were once the banquet rooms of the poor, and provided substantial,
well-cooked meals to be eaten on the premises or to be taken out wrapped in newspaper and
consumed in the streets or at home. At the fish-and-chip shop, salt, pepper and vinegar were
supplied free of charge, and the fish—cod, skate or other white fish—were deliciously fried in hot
batter. But today, fish-and-chip restaurants of a sometimes very high standard—and charging high
prices—have taken their place. Fish-and-chips are becoming what we call “up market.” That is,
